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PROGRAM OVERVIEW

PROJECT PATH isa gap year program for college-age students interested
in living, learning, working, and growing at Hidden Acres. The student can choose
between one of two paths to take in the program: a vocational path or an academic
path. The vocational path is a work-focused path where students will primarily
work at camp. The academic path gives students the opportunity to take college
courses online fromm Emmaus University while also getting vocational experience
working at camp. All students will participate in weekly Bible study and life skills
classes and receive mentorship.
